Contrary to recent rumors, the Country Club of Green
Valley is in far better financial condition than a year
ago.  Our working capital at the end of January this
year is $127,000 vs. $40,000 last year.  For the first five
months of the fiscal year, food and beverage operations
cost the Club $53,000 in losses, a drain that is now a
thing of the past.
Even with a loss of dues revenue because of declining
membership, the Board does not see any need for an
assessment in the immediate future.
Five trial members have joined the Club recently.
Please make them welcome and help us to recruit more
new members.
A complete financial report will be presented at the
annual meeting on March 19th.  Financial statements
are available in the Club office and Carol Moreno or
any Finance Committee member will be pleased to
answer any questions you have.  Members of the
Finance Committee are Chuck Smith, Kathy Stefanon,
Sandy Shannahan, Gail Boswell, and Carol Moreno.
