Mike Bates, Chuck Smith and I met with Edwards
Electrical Systems, Inc., the successful low-bidder for
electrical upgrade work at the golf maintenance area.
The contract price is $46,200. This includes all work
required by the plans and specifications designed by
EDA Engineers. The work will start December
15,2006, and will be completed by January 15,2007.
The most important element of the upgrade is the
installation of off-peak electrical meters. This should
save approximately $20,000 $25,000 per year on our
electrical bill. We will keep you advised of the progress.
